Queen Victoria came to the throne in 1837. She ruled for more than 63 years and is the
longest-reigning British monarch. Her two immediate predecessors had been something
of a disgrace and Victoria was determined to restore dignity to the throne. She was
active in state affairs, and her family life, with her beloved husband Albert, provided a
model for the nation. Her reign spanned a period of enormous change: Britain had the
world’s biggest empire, the largest navy, and the most modern industries. When
Victoria died in 1901, she was a symbol of British greatness and much loved. Her reign

is known as the Victorian Age and British people of the time as Victorians.

When she was 10 years old, Victoria learned that she was heir to the throne. She said
“I will be good”. She was only 18 years old when she became Queen, but took to her
duties with enthusiasm and determination. Within hours, she attended her first official

meeting with leading politicians.

Victoria and Albert had nine children — five daughters and four sons. Victoria disliked
pregnancy but saw it as her duty to produce heirs to the throne. She valued family life
and, royal duties allowing, she and Albert spent as much time as possible with their
children. Their close-knit home life impressed the British public. Victoria had 37

grandchildren, many of whom married into royal houses across Europe.
