The days pass by smoothly with
Shane gradually becoming a member
of the Starrett household, helping Joe
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improve the efficiency of his farm. But
Fletcher [Ryker] is not defeated: he hires
a belligerent gunfighter named Stark
Wilson, who kills Ernie Wright [Frank
‘Stonewall’ Torrey], the Starrett’s neigh-
bor, in a shootout as a final warning to
Starrett and the other homesteaders to
give up their land. When Joe and Shane
refuse Fletcher’s [Ryker’s] offer to sell
out, a showdown is scheduled in the
town saloon.

Joe’s pride and principles make him
desperate to fight Fletcher [Ryker]
to prove his loyalty to his friends, but
Shane takes on Joe’s battle as his own.
When Joe refuses to let him take his
place, Shane knocks Joe unconscious

and rides into town. In an amazing
display of marksmanship, he kills both
Wilson and Fletcher [Ryker], even
though he is shot during the gun battle.
When Shane comes out of the sa-
loon, he meets Joe’s son Bob [Joey] to
whom he murmurs a few words about
not being able to live down shooting an-
other man. Still reeling from his wound,
Shane mounts his horse and leaves town
as mysteriously as he had arrived. He
had achieved for the homesteaders the
right to keep their farms. Although he is
never heard from again, the mysterious,
dark stranger became a legend to the
family and the town he had rescued.
